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Numerous surveys and
studies emphasize that
women in leadership roles
directly contribute to better
productivity, transparent
communication, improved
cooperation, and better
economic results. However,
the European Institute for
Gender Equality reports
that only 20% of CEOs and
30% of Board of Directors
members are women in
the largest publicly listed
companies registered in EU
member states.

At the same time, women
make up only around

30% of the workforce in
STEM fields. The gender
gap is particularly stark in
rapidly growing and highly
paid sectors like IT and

engineering, where women
represent just 20% of
professionals.

This panel discussion
aimed to point out these
alarming aspects of
gender inequality and
highlight the crucial role
of diverse leadership

and its contribution to

a more innovative and
holistic decision-making
process in today’s digital
landscape. Our esteemed
speakers, all experienced
professionals, shared their
practical experience and
best practices related to
the power and benefits of
diverse leadership.
